UNDERSTANDING THE NUMBERS

Grand total funds to date: This includes the total funds donated,
as well as $33.25 million thanks to the Government of Canada
and $50 million thanks to the Government of British Columbia.

Allocation of funds to date: This is the projected budget across
each area of spending for the grand total. The allocations
reflect the needs of the people and the communities that have
been identified to date. Many needs emerge over time and the
allocation amounts may be adjusted accordingly.

This includes funds received under contract to deliver mass financial assistance and Emergency Support Services, as well as
matching funds committed by the Government of British Columbia.

Spent and committed to date: These are the funds that have
been already spent to assist those impacted by the floods, as
well as funds that have been committed with signed contracts or
agreements for recovery projects or initiatives, where applicable.

Cost of fundraising: The fundraising costs related to this
emergency appeal will not exceed five per cent. Fundraising
costs are associated to the total funds donated to date ($41.5M),
not the grand total including funds received from additional
sources. These costs can include donation processing fees;
credit card and bank fees; service fees for call centres and digital
platforms; and ongoing communications and reporting

to donors.
